Comments on the third composition. 2nd year.
-Use the right format. In this case: Informal letter format: Do not forget expressions such as Best wishes, Looking forward to (+v-ing) and so on.
Completion. Make sure you write your composition about what you are asked. You might fail an exam if you write your composition or assignment about something different. 
-Learn very much. Some verbs do not admit that kind of gradation in the affirmative. Learn a lot is more common. But it is possible to use that expression in the negative: I didn’t learn very much.
-Remember the right order when using frequency and other adverbs. In between the subject and the verb, or the auxiliary verb and the main verb: I also wish… I´ve always thought… but after the verb “to be”: I’m also / always …
- Main difference between present continuous for the future and the future with will.
 Examples: I’m arriving tomorrow or tonight (short future)
	I’ll arrive on 15th November (prediction or distant future)
-Do not confuse would and will:
Will is used for predictions and decisions and would as a conditional.
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
