Sir Arthur Conan Doyle was born in Edinburgh, Scotland, in 1859. 

Arthur Doyle, (as he was called, before adding his middle name "Conan" to his surname), was a surprisingly normal young man. With his innate sense of humour and his sportsmanship, Arthur was ready and willing to face the world. He studied medicine and in 1876 he graduated. 

Arthur started writing a short story. Although the result, called The Mystery of Sasassa Valley, was very evocative of the works of Edgar Alan Poe and Bret Harte, his favourite authors at the time, it was accepted in an Edinburgh magazine called Chamber's Journal, which had published Thomas Hardy's first work.

He also published, some years later, A Study in Scarlet in 1887. It was a detective novel and its hero was Sherlock Holmes.

The first two Holmes stories sold well, but when a series of short stories about the detective appeared in episodes of the Strand magazine in 1891, Holmes became incredibly popular, like a pop or film star today. Conan Doyle received hundreds of letters for Holmes, because many people believed he was a real person. Even today, fans from all over the world write to Holmes at 221B Baker Street, a real address in London. 

All in all, we could say that Arthur Conan Doyle was an author most noted for his stories about the detective Sherlock Holmes, which are generally considered a major innovation in the field of crime fiction, and for the adventures of Professor Challenger. He was a prolific writer whose other works include science fiction stories, historical novels, plays, romances, poetry and non-fiction. Conan Doyle wrote four novels and 56 stories about Holmes. He also wrote many other books, including one of the first science-fiction books, The Lost World.
